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Town of Chancellorsville Defeated

Coalition to Save Chancellorsville Battlefield

]I n a remarkable come-from-behind victory,
the Spotsylvania County Board of Supervi-
sors voted against the rezoning of the historic
Mullins Farm on Chancellorsville Battle-

field. The vote was 6-to-0 with one supervisor
abstaining. The Coalition to Save Chancellors-
ville Battlefield released the following state-
ment after the vote:

“We are elated by the nearly unanimous vote
by the Spotsylvania County Board of Supervi-
sors. The decision to reject the rezoning of the
Mullins Farm at Chancellorsville is the most
significant battlefield preservation victory in
nearly a decade.

“The vote by the board of supervisors sends a
powerful message to those who would seek to
develop hallowed ground. We will no longer
sit idly by while you attempt to destroy our na-
tion’s precious Civil War heritage.

“The decision is a vindication of the Coalition’s
message — the Dogwood plan was the wrong

project in the wrong place. The vote came at
the end of a hard fought grassroots campaign
that involved hundreds of Spotsylvania County
residents and thousands of concerned citizens
elsewhere in the nation. More than 300 peo-
ple attended the eight-hour hearing.

“Nine months ago, few believed that Dog-
wood’s plans for the Mullins Farm could be de-
feated. In November, all seemed lost when the
county planning commission voted to endorse
the Dogwood proposal. However, thanks to
the dedication, enthusiasm and support of its
12 member groups, the Coalition to Save Chan-
cellorsville Battlefield was able to turn back a
critical threat to this historic battleground.

“Although we savor today’s victory, the Coali-
tion recognizes that several challenges re-
main. The vote against the rezoning doesn’t
guarantee the preservation of the Mullins
Farm property. Current zoning allows land-
owner John Mullins to build 225 homes and 55
acres of commercial development on the prop-
erty. However, we believe a deal can be
reached that both protects the land and as-
sures Mr. Mullins a return on his investment.”
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Chancellorsville - Still One of Most Endangered

F or the second year in a row, the Civil War Preserva-
tion Trust has recognized that Chancellorsville re-
mains one of the nation's most threatened battlefields. As
before, the primary threat is development that is advanc-
ing west from Fredericksburg, along State Route 3 (the
wartime Orange Turnpike).

Of immediate concern is the scene of action on May 1,
1863. On that morning nearly 140 years ago, powerful
Union columns moved toward Fredericksburg, after a re-
markable flank march that had brought the Federal army
across two major rivers and into the rear of the Confeder-
ate position. Though outnumbered, the Confederate com-
manders refused to become overwhelmed and swiftly de-
veloped a response with the means at hand. Robert E. Lee
and Stonewall Jackson assembled a scratch force of avail-
able units and aggressively led them toward the advancing
Union host.

The ground where the two sides made contact still looks
much as it did when the opening volleys echoed across the
landscape. The open ground to the west, where the con-
tending sides vied for tactical advantage is also intact, and

further west still, where the National Park boundary finally
begins, is the ridge that became the key to the battlefield.
If the Union army held this ground, their guns would
dominate the field. If the Confederates could seize this
terrain, they would force the Union army back into the
trees of the Spotsylvania wilderness, effectively negating
the Federal advantage in artillery. This whole dramatic
scene can still be preserved, but there is an immediate
threat to its integrity. This ground is in imminent danger
of being bulldozed for development.

The CVBT has joined with a coalition of other like-minded
organizations, including the Civil War Preservation Trust,
to try to acquire this ground. Our intent is to pay fair mar-
ket price, but we recognize that this cost is going to be
fairly high. Our group operates in an atmosphere of ram-
pant speculation where developers routinely propose to
build thousands of new houses and millions of square feet
of commercial space. We appreciate your past support to
confront such relentless pressure and encourage you to
stay with us as we move forward. Remember that we do
not have paid staff, but use donations to acquire dirt and
grass.

New Publication Examines Fredericksburg History

he CVBT's new publication, Fredericksburg History

and Biography, is available in stores and appears to
be well received. In December of last year, we sent compli-
mentary copies to Trust members who were at the Active
Level or above. Many of you have been kind enough to let
us know you enjoyed the selected articles.

We are already working on the 2003 volume so any feed-
back, good or bad, is very welcome.

For those who wish to purchase copies, Fredericksburg
History and Biography is currently available at Beck's An-
tiques (708 Caroline Street) and the Made in Virginia Store
(807 Caroline Street). The battlefield visitor center book-
stores, at Fredericksburg and Chancellorsville, will begin to
carry copies this spring.

We have deliberately included articles that examine the
broad history of the Fredericksburg area, although there is
still a strong emphasis on the Civil War period.

Of great interest is a diary of a local woman written as the
battle of Spotsylvania Court House swirled around her
farm. It is a primary document of stunning immediacy.

Also included is a review of a recently discovered 1850 mi-
litia muster roll, with follow up information on how the
listed members experienced the Civil War, a decade later.

Another piece outlines the archaeology that has been ac-
complished in the Market Square, work that has opened
windows into Fredericksburg's history back to its early
eighteenth century origins.

Related to our current efforts to preserve the May 1, 1863
battlefield, there is also a timely article by Frank A.
O'Reilly that studies the battle action of the opening en-
gagements at Chancellorsville. His carefully researched
narrative emphatically proves that the ground the CVBT
seeks to preserve is indeed hallowed by the blood of our
forebears.
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Development and History CAN Coexist

magine visiting the Chancellorsville battlefield, a place

of intense action that in 1863 was a horribly tangled
wilderness. Any tour would include following the wood-
land route (now called Jackson Trail) that Stonewall Jack-
son used to move his troops across the Union front, to get
into position on their right flank. This march was a nerve
wracking, but necessary prelude to the famous flank attack
on the afternoon of May 2, 1863.

Not too long ago, however, 1,500 acres of private land
abutting the Park Service holdings along Jackson Trail had
been slated for more than 1,200 houses and a golf course.
Well-manicured fairways and sand traps would have pro-
vided a decidedly incongruous element to the scene where
Jackson's legions had hurried forward.

A new firm, named Whitehall, has put together an entirely
different plan that will permanently protect this part of the
park. Instead of 1,200 houses, they plan to construct 497.
Rather than pushing their development right up to the
park boundary, they intend to donate 185 acres along Jack-
son Trail to the CVBT. When this area is developed, the
only thing visible to visitors on Jackson Trail will be trees -
the same type of trees that screened the Confederate col-
umn from Federal observers. In addition, the Whitehall

developers will make a cash donation to the CVBT, provid-
ing critical dollars to help preserve other historic terrain.

If approved, and we hope it will be, the proposed develop-
ment will culminate nearly 15 years of work by the Na-
tional Park Service to permanently protect this area. A few
years ago, the Conservation Fund acquired more than 500
acres on the south side of Jackson Trail. Ownership was
turned over to Spotsylvania County, with the National Park
Service holding a preservation easement. Whitehall's gen-
erosity will protect the north side of Jackson Trail.

Then, houses and a golf course would have intruded on this
historic corridor. Now, the houses to be built will remain
invisible from the ground trod by Confederate troops. The
citizens of Spotsylvania County are tired of haphazard de-
velopment that destroys the character of their community.
Whitehall provides a new way of doing business, which is
to carefully examine an area, determine what is important
to preserve, and then design the development accordingly.
In a rapidly growing area, there is the potential to ulti-
mately protect more land by working with innovative de-
velopers than can ever be acquired by working against
them. Property rights, after all, include the right to pre-
serve as well the right to develop.
